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This book introduces the reader to eleven domestic legislative projects, which incorporate the international crimes as contained in the Rome Statute for the International Criminal Court. By introducing legislation from four different continents the book demonstrates that States are indeed interested to fight impunity of serious international crimes. 


Experts who were involved in the drafting of the national laws or scholars in international criminal law comment upon the eleven national laws. 


This book is accompanied by a CD which contains all laws commented upon in this book. Where available the original legislative notes are provided from the Parliaments of the countries, which enacted legislation on international crimes. 


Insofar the book and the CD contain the first comparative overview worldwide of national legislation incorporating international crimes. 
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
